SETUP TIME (General): Friday afternoon or early Saturday morning will be available
for set up. Please have transportation vehicles moved from the area and booths set
up by 9 AM on Saturday and Sunday. Opening on Friday afternoon at 4 PM is optional.

TRAILERS OR SALES WAGONS: Must be on site by 4:00 PM Friday.

BREAK DOWN TIME: Booths may not be broken down any earlier than 4:30 PM
(30 minutes before closing time) on Sunday unless an emergency or previous
arrangements are made. This will allow people coming late to have the complete

experience.
